Withdrawals: Withdrawal or schedule change will
only take effect if you inform the office on or be-
fore the Tuesday prior to your session. If withdraw-
ing, a $500 processing fee will be charged, and the
remainder will be refunded or credited when the
withdrawal form is submitted.
