Martial arts teaches respect, 
courtesy, self-discipline, and improves �exi-
bility, strength, stamina, health, and �tness. 

Discipline, attitude, and respect for martial 
arts will be emphasized in each class. Exam-
ples of the above guidelines include prompt-
ness to class, proper wearing of uniforms, 
and respect for the martial arts master and 
fellow students. 

There is minimal body contact in all martial 
arts classes with occassional sparring prac-
tice for students at a more advanced level.

Belt Advancement Tests
Each martial arts discipline has a colored belt 
(ranking) system allowing students to set 
their goals and challenge themselves. Test-
ing criteria will not only include skills, but also 
discipline, attitude, and respect displayed 
throughout the semester. Students will not 

advance to the next belt level unless all these 
criteria are met to the satisfaction of the 
instructor. It is not mandatory to take the 
test, however, it is recommended if your child 
would like to advance to the next level.  

   Students will be required to purchase a 
uniform in the beginning of semester and 
students will have the opportunity to take a 
test at the end of the semester. Please note 
there will be an additional cost for tests. 

Dress Code Policy for Martial Arts
Students will be required to wear a speci�c 
uniform for each discipline. They are required 
to purchase their own uniforms with assis-
tance from the instructor.

1. Surviving in Space: we will build inventions 
that demonstrate how mankind can get to 
space, explore the terrain, and survive with no 
infrastructure. Examples include rocketry, 
growing food in space, and astronaut suit 
technology.
2. Ocean & Climate: we will build prototypes 
of devices that marine biologists and clima-
tologists use to explore our most precious 
planetary systems such as the deep oceans, 

wild rainforests, and Antarctica. Examples 
include ice drilling and data collection, wildlife 
tracking, and deep-sea pressure monitoring 
devices.
3. Smart Cities & Health: We will explore 
cities of the future with connected roads and 
environments - and how our habits and health 
can improve with connected devices. We will 
use di�erent sensors such as accelerometers, 
thermometers, and pulse sensors to detect 
data about ourselves and how this can keep 
us safe.
Whether you’re a grade 1 student writing your 
�rst algorithm or a skilled builder that’s ready 
to hack some hardware, our experienced 
STEM instructors will prepare age-appropri-
ate projects and tools.
