| MEMBERSHIP

In order to participate in TYPA classes, one
must first be a member of TYPA. TYPA
welcomes everyone from the international
community and has members from all around
the world. Joining TYPA is a simple process.
Just submit the completed Master Registra-
tion Form (can be downloaded from our web-
site) along with a copy of the new member's
foreign passport to reg@typa.org.tw. Due to
Taiwan government regulations that govern
the charter of TYPA, all members must be
foreign nationals holding a foreign passport.

The registration fee is $1,600 per semester
and $800 for summer activities. The fall 2025
semester is from August to December and
the spring 2026 semester is from January to
May.

1 TENNIS

TYPA Tennis is a great opportunity for your
child to learn various tennis techniques with
our outstanding tennis coaches.

Tennis students will need to purchase their
own tennis rackets to be used for tennis
lessons. Tennis or sports shoes must be worn
to avoid injuries and students will also need to
wear proper sportswear in class.

All tennis lessons are scheduled in the follow-
ing manner:

1. Toward the end of each semester, re-reg-
istration for continuing students takes
place.

2. After re-registration, open registration
takes place.

3. Any available spaces remaining are then
offered on a first-come, first-served
basis.

4. If a desired coach or time is unavailable,
names are placed on a waiting list.

5. Allwaiting lists and special requests expire
at the end of each semester.

Tennis Courts Usage

Please note that TYPA tennis lessons will be
heldinthe TAS Rubber D Area and TAS Indoor
Tennis Courts (only available on Saturday 1:00
pm- 5:30 pm).

Sometimes we will be permitted to use the
TAS indoor or rooftop tennis facilities for
lessons but please understand that it is not
guaranteed for every semester. When the
indoor or rooftop courts are unavailable, we
will move back to offer lessons in the TAS
Rubber D Area. We will notissue any credits or
refunds or makeup lessons when there are
facility changes.

There will be times during the year when
tennis lessons may be canceled due to con-
flicts with TAS activities. Members should
note that TAS's curricular programs take
priority over TYPA activities. Please take this
into consideration when signing up for TYPA
tennis programs.

Cancellation Policy

After the second week of the semester, no
credits or refunds will be given due to with-
drawals and no schedule changes will be
allowed. There will be no credits or refunds for
missed tennis clinics, group lessons, or
semi-private lessons. Private lessons are
allowed one cancellation per semester, but
the cancellation must be done at least 24
hours in advance. Please note, canceled
tennis lessons will not be made up.

Regarding injury cancellation, we will only
issue a refund to injured students if they with-
draw for the rest of the semester. This will be
ona prorated basis. A $500 processing fee will
be deducted from the remaining program
cost and the TYPA office must be informed as
soon as possible of the injury. Please provide a
medical certificate when applying for an injury
refund. Once the injury application has been
submitted, the student will lose priority regis-
tration for the re-registration period.

Announcements on the cancellations of
tennis lessons due to inclement weather will
be made at 2:00 pm on the day of the lesson.
Text messages about cancellation will be sent
to parents once the cancellation is confirmed.
If cancellations occur after 3:45 pm, tennis
coaches will contact the parents individually.
Parents can call the TYPA office to inquire
about cancellations after 2:00 pm. Lessons
canceled by TYPA will be credited or refunded
at the end of the semester.

GENERAL INFORMATION

TYPA offers martial arts classes in four
distinct disciplines — Aikido, Karate, Ninja, and
Taekwon-Do. Martial arts teaches respect,
courtesy, self-discipline, and improves flexi-
bility, strength, stamina, health, and fitness.

Discipline, attitude, and respect for martial
arts will be emphasized in each class. Exam-
ples of the above guidelines include prompt-
ness to class, proper wearing of uniforms,
and respect for the martial arts master and
fellow students.

There is minimal body contact in all martial
arts classes with occassional sparring prac-
tice for students at a more advanced level.

Belt Advancement Tests

Each martial arts discipline has a colored belt
(ranking) system allowing students to set
their goals and challenge themselves. Test-
ing criteria will not only include skills, but also
discipline, attitude, and respect displayed
throughout the semester. Students will not
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advance to the next belt level unless all these
criteria are met to the satisfaction of the
instructor. It is not mandatory to take the
test, however, itis recommended if your child
would like to advance to the next level.

Dress Code Policy for Martial Arts

Students will be required to wear a specific
uniform for each discipline.

A non-refundable registration fee of $15,000
per semester is required for each child upon
his/her acceptance into the program.

Tuition for Fall semester must be paid in full by
May 29. Tuition for Spring semester must be
paid in full upon registration in November. No
refunds or credits will be given (toward TYPA or
Tiger Tots programs) after tuition due dates,
unless families are leaving Taiwan. If tuition is
not paid by the due date, it will be assumed the
child will not attend. If parents choose to take a
vacation during scheduled school days, tuition
will not be refunded or credited for the child's
time away from preschool.

All Tiger Tots class fees cover one full semester.
Classes are offered once a minimum number of
participants has been reached.

WITHDRAWAL POLICY

A minimum of two weeks written notice is
required for withdrawal from all Tiger Tots
programs. Please inquire at the TYPA office for a
withdrawal form or download one from the
TYPA website. Families who must leave Tiger
Tots because of relocation to another country
may receive a prorated tuition refund. If the
family relocates, a refund will only be issued if
the withdrawal is before October 18, 2025 for
the fall semester or before March 14, 2026 for
the spring semester. The registration fee is
non-refundable.

The Three-Year-Old Program is designed to
encourage a balance of child-initiated and
teacher-facilitated activities. This program
offers children a variety of choices provided
within a carefully prepared indoor and outdoor
environment. This includes art, dramatic play,
blocks, manipulatives, language arts, books,
music, water and sand play, as well as activities
to build large and small motor skills. Our goals
include the encouragement of each child's
natural curiosity and interest in learning. We
feel it is important for children to actively
participate in the learning process, and there-
fore provide many opportunities for learning
by doing, for both indirect and direct acquisi-
tion of new knowledge and skills.
